Dear Mr. Takata,

We are in receipt of the latest letter from Mr. T. Best, Director of
Community Development for the Town of Yucca valley.

To say the least we are very disappointed. What is ever more unnerving is
our review of the “Findings for Removal” as contained in the Town
Ordinance. Our review of the findings that allow removal of these plants
appears to favor the development of infrastructure that favors the Town at
the expense of the safety of my children.

For example:

“The location of the plant or its drip line interferes with planned street
improvements or an approved access” ~ clearly a condition for removal that
favors the Town.

“Hazardous to pedestrian or vehicular travel or safety” clearly, the Town
believes that the safety of pedestrians and vehicles outweighs the safety of
my children.

“The plants(sic) interferes with or is causing damage to utility services,
facilities, roadways, sidewalks, curbs, gutters, pavement, sewer lines” —
clearly, again, a finding for removal that favors the Town and not my
children.

“No other alternative exists for the development of the land when the
removal of the specimen size Joshua tree is requested...” — clearly this is
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how Home Depot was allowed to remove and then destroy so many of these
protected plants. In other words, development, in the Town’s eyes is more
important that the safety of my children.

Mr. Takata, we are not asking to destroy the trees. We have repeatedly
insisted on the plants being adopted. To proffer that the plants “are very
sensitive when transplanted, and require similar soil composition, solar
orientation, and elevation.” Is in our opinion a “Red Herring” in light of the
wanton destruction of these plants to develop Home Depot.

We would like to meet personally with pou, this time, not your staff, and
then take pou to our home for a site visit.

We do not wish to be unreasonable however we believe that Government is
in place to help, not hinder, the requests of their citizens, when such requests

are clearly based on the safety of small children.

We look forward to hearing from you in the very near future to arrange a
mutual time and place to met and discuss these concerns.

We were directed by Mr. Andy Takata’s office to contact you in regards to an issue we
have with our abundance of Joshua trees that currently cover a large percentage of our

property.

We wrote Mr. Takata the attached letter and his office directed us to start with your office
and if we are unsatisfied with the outcome then he would be happy to meet with us. We
currently have over 40 trees on our property and have applied to the town to let us have
most of the trees adopted out. We provided names and address to the town of the people
who would love to have and take care of these trees but were turned away. Diane Olson
told me she and her supervisor went to our property and what she is allowing to be
destroyed is all she and her supervisor will permit.

My then 2 year old has been hurt numerous times by these trees and is afraid to go near
any of the trees which is hard to do since they cover the majority of the side yard. One of
the towns findings for removal are; Hazardous to pedestrian or vehicular travel safety. I
would say we more than qualify under that finding, yet we have been denied twice when
we bring that to Diane’s attention. o

There has been numerous trees’ in our area that have collapsed and fallen down and I
don’t want that to happen with my young children being near them. Across the street
there are at least 4 that are lying on the ground that have with no warning toppled over.

We thank you in advance to your prompt attention to this matter and look forward to
hearing form you.

We are writing to you in hopes that you can assist us in protectlng the health and welfare
of our children who are 10 and 3 years of age.

Our land is virtually covered with Joshua Trees. We have applied to the Town for the
adoption of these plants from our land; however we have yet to receive permission to
have these plants adopted. Rather, we keep getting permission to dispose of only 8 of the
plants. What is even more confounding is that Diane Olsen allows us to dispose of 2 of
the plants that are not even an issue, one of which is even outside of our property line.

We do not wish to dispose of the plants. We rather wish to have many more than the 8
allowed for “disposal” adopted so as to not to destroy the plants.

We are very concerned for our children in that they play in the yard and they can be
seriously injured by the presence of these plants.

We have attached a copy of the letter from Diane Olsen as well as the original plot plan
that was highlighted by her indicating the plants that we may dispose of. Again, as you
can see, 1 of the plants is outside of our property line.

We also wish you to know that our 3 year old has already been stabbed once by the plants
and we do not wish for that to occur again.

We look forward to meeting or conferring with you in person in order to resolve this
matter which directly affects the health and welfare of my family and small children.
